
 

Guide to getting Greens 

(This will work for many freebie sites however this document has a focus on FreebieJeebies) 

 

Hey all, my name is Martin but on eXceem.co.uk I’m better 

known as “xploit”. For the last 11 years I have been working at 

a residential school for teenagers with learning disabilities and 

challenging behaviour as a learning facilitator. Prior to that, I 

worked as an Internet Technician at a local ISP for a year. 

 

So what does that have to do with getting greens? 

Well by giving someone a bit of information about you and 

knowing what you do, they may begin to trust you a little bit 

more than some stranger they pass on the street. So, on to the 

GREEN getting information... 



The first thing you will need to know is how the network works. 

FreebieJeebies and other networks are operated in a way to 

reward their customers with free gifts in return for undertaking 

a free or paid offer for one of their partner advertisers. 

The advertiser will pay the network a set amount of money for 

each user that successfully signs up to and completes their 

offer, the money that is paid to FreebieJeebies for you doing 

this then gets saved to pay for free gifts.  

Once you have referred enough people who complete their 

trial offer, the money FreebieJeebies gets paid by the advertiser 

(e.g. LoveFilm), will then be used to purchase your free gift. 

(The gift selected will determine how many people you need to refer)

What are the methods for getting Greens? 

First of all, you must realise that there are no easy methods for 

getting referrals, or even ones that turn green. There are 

however a few people online that having come up with a way 

of generating a number of referrals in short spaces of time, 

they keep it to themselves. These methods often remain secret 

so they don’t share these to prevent them from getting 

saturated. 

The main thing is to plan out what you want as a gift and to sign 

up to the relevant site that will give you this. If you’re after a 

free iPad, signup to the apple.freebiejeebies site, soccer top? 

Sports.freebiejeebies etc... 

 

Once you have decided which freebie site you are going to sign 

up to, you will also need to think which offer is best to 

complete and would other people be interested in doing the 

same option? Try and show other people in one way or 

another, what it was that made you sign up to that specific site 

and do a certain offer. 

Remember, get some screenshots of your signup process to get 

some evidence you can share with others. 

 

 



Right, enough of my waffling, the methods... 

 

1. Be unique 

Try and find a way of getting your referral link to a number 

of people easily and quickly but without annoying them 

through spam or breaking the terms and conditions of the 

network you have joined. 

 

2. Build yourself a website and get working on SEO 

Find yourself a good domain name, build yourself a 

website and get it listed on the search engines. 

This is one of the main methods people use however it is 

not guaranteed to bring in any signups – this will all 

depend on how popular the website becomes, the design 

of the website itself and how many visitors you get to your 

site.  

 

3. Wallpapers 

Good at graphics? Design some wallpapers and get them 

on popular websites with your referral website or referral 

link on them. People may go to your site looking for more 

wallpapers and sign up to your freebie network referral 

link instead. 



4. Social Networking 

Many people use Facebook and other sites classed as 

‘social networking’ sites, so why not spread the word of 

what you’re doing on there and get your friends 

interested. 

 

5. Wait, what was that? Friends? 

Yes, why not get your friends and family to sign up! If you 

are going to do this remember to check how many 

accounts per household are allowed and per IP address 

etc... 

 

6. Incentives 

What is the incentive for someone to signup under your 

link instead of that of someone else? I have often seen 

websites such as Facebook that do not allow people to say 

if you become a fan of “Free iPhone” you will get £10 free 

to use at LittleBidTasty. However, You are allowed to say 

that all your best offers and great deals are announced on 

your Facebook Fan page first of all, or only on that page. 

So why not find a way to give people that signup under 

your link an instant incentive. 



Right so to top it all off, there are no single easy ways of 

getting referrals, but remember to get a website and do 

some SEO work on it. Choose the right referral site to sign 

up to and spread the word in your own unique way to as 

many people as possible. 

 

To give you inspiration, here are just a few examples of 

websites I have online showing you the differences in 

designs and how they appeal to different people.
